1.1.3     Christian Code of Ethics means:  
Preamble
As ambassadors of Jesus Christ, called by God to proclaim the gospel and gifted by the Spirit we dedicate to conduct our ministry according to the ethical guidelines and principles set forth in this code of ethics, in order that this ministry be acceptable to God, our service be beneficial to the Christian community, and our life be a witness to the watching world.

Responsibilities to Self
1. I will nurture my devotional life through a regular time of prayer, reading of the Scriptures, and serving others.

2. I will continue to grow intellectually through personal study, comprehensive reading, and attending growth conferences. 

3. I will manage my time well by properly balancing ministry duties and family responsibilities, 

4. I will be honest and responsible in our finances by paying all debts on time, never seeking special gratuities or privileges, giving generously to worthwhile causes, and living a Christian lifestyle. 

5. I will be truthful in my speech, never plagiarizing another’s work, exaggerating the facts, misusing personal experiences, or communicating gossip. 

6. I will seek to be Christ like in attitude and action toward all persons regardless of race, social class, religious beliefs, or position of influence within the church and community. 

Responsibilities to Family
1. I will be fair to every member of my family, giving them the time, love, and consideration they deserve. 

2. I will understand the unique role of my spouse, recognizing his/her primary responsibility as a marital partner and secondarily as a supporter of the ministry. 

3. I will regard my children/grandchildren as a gift from God and seek to be a witness of God’s love as I serve Bridges of Love.

Responsibilities to the Community 
1. I will seek to have a servant heart following the example of Christ in faith, love, wisdom, courage, and integrity exhibiting His Power and Authority.  

2. I will faithfully discharge my time and energies through proper work habits and reasonable schedules. 

3. In our duties, I will be impartial and fair to all members. 

4. In our ministry responsibilities, I will give adequate time to prayer and preparation, so that my words and actions will be biblically founded, theologically correct, and communicated in love. 

5. In our evangelistic responsibilities, I will seek to lead persons to salvation by earning respect and then clearly communicating the Gospel of Jesus Christ.


6.   I will consider my primary responsibility to be an evangelist and servant.

      7.   I will obey the laws of my government unless they require my disobedience to the law 
      of God. 

      8.   I will practice Christian citizenship without engaging in partisan politics or political  
  
       activities that are unethical, unbiblical, or unwise. 

Responsibilities to Colleagues
1. I will endeavor to relate to all colleagues, especially those with whom I serve, as partners in the work of God, respecting their ministry and cooperating with them. 

2. I will seek to serve my team with respect, support, and personal assistance. 

3. I will refuse to treat other ministries as competition in order to gain success and will endeavor to build God’s Kingdom with humility.

Responsibilities to Bridges of Love Ministry and the Lord
1. I will love, support, respect and cooperate with the ministry team of which I am a part, recognizing the debt I owe to my Board/Staff for its contribution to my life and ministry. 

2. I will adhere to follow the Bible, its precepts and doctrinal Statement of Faith in obedience as the Lord leads.

3. I will diligently work to follow Christ in all efforts to expand and extend the Kingdom of God.
